There are two main elements to consider when picking mascara; what type of lashes are
you working with, and what is the desired result?

Mascara companies generally market their products based on desired results i.e.
lashes, etc. , sometimes a combination of several.

Their mascara formulations in combination with the type of wand being used, is what
determines the results.

Lengthening mascara

Lengthening mascaras focus on formulations that are less dense, with ingredients for easy
glide and smooth even coverage that will reach the very tips ( mascara application that
effectively builds on the very tips is key to lengthening eyelashes ). To assist with this, the
wands tend to have bristles that are shorter and in more tightly packed groups, to ensure
that every lash gets well coated in mascara, from base to tip.

Best suited for...

This type of mascara is great for those with reasonably thick eyelashes, short or long,
because the emphasis is on lengthening and maximizing each lash. Clumpy looking
mascara is generally avoided by choosing this type of formulation and wand.

Volumizing Mascaras

Volume building mascaras build thickness to the lashes creating a stronger visual presence.
With that in mind, the formulations have building ingredients like polymers and waxes that
will help build on the lashes, as they are coated. The wands for this task tend to have
longer, fine, evenly spaced bristles for maximum quantity and even coats.

Best suited for...
This mascara is great for small, sparse, fine and fair lashes as it is designed to build presence
with color, thickness and lengthening.

Curling Mascaras

There a number of mascaras out there offering curl. Curling the eyelashes gives a wide-
eyed look, creating larger looking, dramatic eyes. The formulation is thicker because of
ingredients for hold and shape, like polymers. The wand will have bristles tightly spaced to
help in the upward curl motion.

Best suited for...
If you have difficulty using eye lash curlers, this is a great option. Also, if you found the

Best suited for...

Individuals who desire a bold makeup style and don't mind the look and feel of heavier
mascara. The nature of your own lashes will help direct you in your product choice.
Additional products, like false eye lashes, and other lash enhancers will help very sparse,
small eye lashes achieve a bold look. If you have reasonably full lashes, start with this type
of mascara, and take it a step at a time. We also recommend using this type of Mascara as
a second coat, using the best suited mascara to your lash type first to define, to then really
intensify and dramatise your lashes.

Waterproof Mascaras

Most brands offer a waterproof version of their best seling mascaras and are excellent for
events and activities that will involve water, such as swimming, sweating, crying...
Waterproof mascara is not recommended for daily use. Even the best waterproof
formulations, because of their staying power, can be drying to the lashes and create
considerable wear and tear. When using waterproof mascara it is recommended to invest
in a primer to keep lashes from becoming dry and birittle.

Top Ten Tips

Tip #1: How to apply mascara properly
Mascara application with a three-step process:

e Step 1: Zig Zag the wand left to right at the base of lashes. As It's the mascara
placed near the roots not the tips that gives the illusion of length.

e Step 2: Pull the wand up and through lashes, zig zagging as you go. This will separate
the lashes and add definition.

e Step 3: Close the eye and place the mascara wand on top of lashes at the base
and pull through to remove any clumps and add extra length.

Tip #2: Keep lashes from clumping.

Lash combs are great invention and keep lashes glob-free and perfectly separated. Apply
the mascara at the base, then zig zag the lash comb though to the tips of your lashes. If a
lash comb is just too much hassel in your routine, prevent clumps by removing excess
mascara from your wand with a tissue before application.

Tip #3: Do NOT pump wand in and out of the tube.
This only introduces air into the tube, which will cause your mascara to dry out sooner than
it should. To get more mascara onto your wand, twirl it around instead of pumping.

Tip #4: Mix mascaras

A trick to make lashes pop is apply one coat of lengthening mascara, followed by one
coat of thickening mascara. Using another mascara before a dramatic one such as
Lancdme hypnose drama or Diorshow Extase mascara makes for a super bold affect.

Tip #5: Don't shy to try different colours

Black works for everyone but can be harsh on light-skinned blondes or redheads. For a
softer look try a brown or graphite colour and save the black for a more dramatic night
time look.

Tip #6: Bend the wand
Bend your wand at a right angle to get make an easier application. To do this simply place
your wand on the top of the mascara and push down to bend.

Tip #7: Use a mascara primer
Primers coat lashes and separate them before you apply mascara, they create a more
bold and striking look. They also help to protect the lashes as they have moisture benefits.

Tip #8: Only keep for a three months period

Mascaras lifespan is three months, after this time it’s time to part with it and purchase a new
one. This is important as mascara is going to close to your eyes and they are precious; you
want to avoid putting any bacteria near them.

Tip #9: Doing multiple coats
Make sure if you’re doing multiple coats you do it before the mascara dries to avoid
clumps and that brittle look.

Tip #10: Use an eyelash curler
Apply your mascara as instructed, and then wait till it dries and use an eyelash curler to
open up the eyes and create that big bright eye look.

Tip #11: Never share your mascara

Mascara should be a sacred product in your beauty bag that isn’t shared among friends.
Sharing mascara can lead to more bacteria in the mascara and possibly result in and
infection.

“Mascara is the make-or-break product of your beauty bag. Go bare and you’ll still feel
half asleep. Working on the computer all day means | often touch my eyes, so I need a
mascara that doesn’t rub off when touched. Clinique High Impact Curling mascara is best
for me because it goes on and dries fast, curls my already-thick lashes to perfection and
isn’t too ‘BOOM’ for the workplace. It took me a long time to find that mascara, and now |
adore it. You should take time to find what suits you, and when you find one, stick to it!

At night, | like to mix things up. A slick of lengthening mascara here and two slicks of
volumising mascara immediately after turn my lashes from daytime dreary to disco diva.
The key to looking sexy, rather than smutty? Don’t apply the volumising mascara to your
bottom lashes — they’ll only look fake and anything that doesn’t look natural (even if it looks
naturally magnificent) isn’t worth putting on.”
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
